THE KwaZulu-Natal MEC for Human Setile-
ments and Public Works, Ravi Pillay, wit-
nessed anumber of challenges when hevisited
the Kokstad schools that did not perform well
in last year's maltric results.

The wvisit occurred during one school’s
opening on Wednesday and is in line with the
Legislature’s  Schools  Functionality  Pro-
gramme. The programme consists of mem-
bers of the Legislature who visit schools in the
provinee and make follow-ups where needed.

The visit started at Shayamoya High School
and continued 1o some schools in the poorest
Horseshoe township, Challenges of over-
crowding and lack of professionalteachers es-
pecially in Mathematics and Science were the
key reason that dominated the visit.

In Shayvamoya, the MEC was disappointed
1o be told that the school has enly 40 teachers
instead of 66, A few of those teachers were re-
ported to be ungualified while teaching Maths
and Science.

The passing rate al Shayamoya High
School has reduced to 52% compared to the
B0% pass rate received last year, The school
has 1600 learners despite having to attend
classes in mobile classrooms.
